Heritage Village, located on Hwy 190 West in Woodville, holds a Toast to Texas Independence celebration on Wednesday, March 2. The Village offers visitors an opportunity to see what life was like in Tyler County in the 19th and early 20th centuries.


March is also when Tyler County celebrates the Annual Dogwood Festival. Over three weekends in late March and early April, visitors can enjoy the county’s natural beauty - and the Dogwood trees - while participating in The Festival of the Arts March 19, Western Weekend Parade and Rodeo March 26 and Dogwood Weekend April 2, culminating with the crowning of the Dogwood Festival Queen during the Historical Pageant Saturday night.


The Tyler County Fair will be held this year from Sept. 29 through Oct. 1 at the 4H/FFA Fairgrounds in Woodville. The Fair features great food, livestock judging, a ranch rodeo and other interesting events.


You will want to head back out to Heritage Village Sept. 24 for Ghosts of Texas Past and then return to the Village Oct. 16-17 for the Annual Harvest Festival.


Finally, bring the kids Dec. 2-3 to the area’s annual Christmas in Tyler County weekend. 


Santa arrives on the Courthouse Square in Woodville Friday night and shares the spotlight with a manger scene and lots of great singing by local groups. Saturday features the Christmas Parade.
